My dear Mr. Kimber

Mr. Hammond forwarded —as you requested— Miss Schuyler’s letter to you, and
one was received from her by last mail on the same subject. I shall try to carry out Mrs.
Edgar’s wishes, and as soon as a pupil in St. Paul’s school who is considered suitable to
be placed on the Willy Edgar Scholarship is found, who needs the help, he shall be made
the beneficiary.

Scholars and Teachers are all now <much exercised>[anxiously concerned] with
regard to the future of the pupils in the School. The Governt has passed most stringent
conscription [compulsory military training] laws, similar to those of Germany; and all
young men from 20 to 27 are liable to be drawn [called into the armed forces]. Very few
are exempt [excused]: only those whose fathers are over 60 yrs of age, and those whose
fathers are dead.

A very large number of the pupils in the largest private native school (500 pupils)
have withdrawn from the School, and I understand that the Proprietors [owners] are
talking of discontinuing the School, selling the {the} property, and dividing the proceeds
among the Teachers. It is thought also that other schools in which English is not taught
are likely to be disbanded. There will be a greater desire for an English education, in
order that the pupils may get into the University, and so hope to escape.

Our school may then expect accessions [new entrants]. But our promising pupils
may be drawn, and we [+ would] have the grief [sadness] of seeing them drafted into the
Army, a wretched School for morals.

Will you kindly <say to>[tell] Miss Schuyler that her letter has been received and
inform her of my intentions with regard to the Scholarship. I have not time to write, as
letters [other letters] must be sent off immediately.

Private [To be read by Mr. Kimber only]

Tokio Jany 19th, 1884

My dear Mr. Kimber
Mr. Blanchet wrote me by last mail with regard to his Brother’s coming out in the
Autumn to take charge of St. Paul’s School, and said he had spoken to you, and [+ that]
you would probably write to me on the subject. It is a delicate matter [+ for me] to write
about, on account of Mr. Blanchet’s being a member of the Mission, for <should it come
to his knowledge>[if he should know], it may cause unpleasant feelings; so I write a
[this] private note to you. I feel very doubtful about the advisability of <such a
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course>[his Brother’s coming]. <None but>[Only] a graduate of a well-known University,
unless he has had experience as a Teacher in the management of a School, and has proved
himself a good Manager, should be sent to take charge of this School. We are brought
into competition with other scholars, and must have a man of superior education, who
knows how to take [handle] the management of a school. I do not think Mr. Blanchet has
had a first-class education, or experience as a Teacher.

Then, too, the plan of his coming out before he has finished his Theol. Studies is not
a good one. A Clergyman should have as thorough a theological training as he can get
before he comes to the Mission field, for he will find but [only] little time for Thel.
studies after he comes out. All the time he has must be given to the study of the
language. For if he does not get a certain amount within the first three years, he will not
do much in the language afterwards.

There is one thing more which I ought to mention: when I was in Shanghai last
autumn, Dr. Smith, the Teacher at St. John’s, said he knew Mr. John Blanchet at college,
where his father was a Professor; and that Mr. B was not at all popular, but kept himself
very much aloof [apart] from the other students, and not disposed to make friends with
others. There may have been some reason for this, but as success in Japan depends so
much on personal influence, pleasing and affable manners, and a disposition to show
oneself friendly, it ought to be taken into consideration.

All things considered, it does not seem to me that it will be well for the [+ Mission]
Board to send Mr. B —but to prevent [avoid] trouble in the Mission, I hope you will
consider my opinion strictly private.

Tokid Jany 19th, 1884
My dear Mr. Kimber

Since my last from Osaka your favours [letters] of Nov 15th, Dec 5th, and your
Telegram sent from S. F. have <come to hand>[been rec’d].

Canons: Thanks for the information with regard to the Changes in Canons affecting -
this Missy Jurisdiction. The Japan Mission may be represented in the next Genl.
Convention, by a Clerical delegate, as one of our Clergy will probably be entitled to a
furlough about that time. As Dr. Laning and Mr. Gardiner will not be then entitled to go
home on a visit, we shall not be able to send a Lay delegate. It takes too much time, and
is too expensive for one to go only that he may have a seat in Convn. I am very glad to
have the right of appointing a Layman on the Standing Committee.

St. Timothy’s: I wrote you in my last [last letter] of the arrangement which had been
made with reference to St. Timothy’s.

Chapel: If a suitable lot can be found, a chapel will be built with the unexpended
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balances of the appropriation of for “Chapels in Osaka”. It will be more satisfactory than
purchasing the building now used for a Chapel.

Lots: It is probable that some time will elapse before more land is put up for sale in
Osaka. <Shd the Govn’t>[If the Government should] decide to offer more land for sale
(the decision will not be reached very soon), it will take months before the houses can be
removed, and the ground be prepared. The money appropriated ($2000 in all) will be
available when the Lots are offered for sale.

Mr. Gibman: It will be unnecessary for me to write to Bp Bedell with regard to him.
The Committee are near at hand and are better able to get correct ideas of the fitness of
applicants, and I am content to leave the matter to their decision.

Single Ladies: I am glad to get information about the Ladies applying for
appointment, and to know that they are to be tested and trained somewhat before they are
sent out. It shd be clearly understood that their work will be settled [decided] after their
arrival, and that the management of the Girls’ School will be in Mrs. Laning’s hands for
some time. The management cannot be given to one of them till they have had some
experience.

Miss Shaw: When I was in Osaka, Dr. Laning spoke several times of the
appointment of Miss Shaw. At the present stage of his work, he is somewhat doubtful
whether or not it wd be well to get Miss Shaw to assist him. He has been informed that
permission has been granted [+ to] me by the [+ Mission] Board to appoint her, if it is
thought best, and he will have to decide definitely the question of the advisability of her
appointment. I am sorry to say that Miss Shaw has met with a serious accident, which
will prevent her from entering on the work immediately. She fell from her horse, and
broke her leg. Whether or not that will <incapacitate her for>[make her unable to do] the
work in future cannot at present be determined.

Accounts: Dr. Laning has been instructed to charge the am’t expended in removing
the school, <and C>[etc.], and the money appropriated for the book fund used for
furnishing, to unexpended (lapsed) balances.

Lot: The China and Japan Trading Company’s lot was purchased by the C. M. S. for
a Thel. School for $4000 before I went to Osaka. During my visit there I made
arrangements <looking towards the build>[in preparation for building] a dwelling house
on Lot No. 7, which may be used by Mr. McKim till the house is wanted for a Medical
School. Dr. Laning has just sent up the plans, which with a little modification will be
very good. The modification, if adopted, will reduce the cost considerably, and at the
same time give the same number of rooms of the same size as the proposed plan.

Schools: I am sorry to learn that Mr. Blanchet was “misunderstood”, and that an
impression has gone abroad that the Bible is not taught in our Schools. In St. Paul’s
school the Bible is taught (and has been taught since Mr. Quinby gave up the
management) by myself three times a week, and the other classes are so arranged that all
the pupils are present. Besides this, at morning prayers, when both day Scholars and
Boarders are present, I give a short exposition of the passage read. I found it difficult to
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get the time to teach the Bible in the Girls’ School, since <the Rectorship of the school
fell to me>[I became Rector of the School] after Mr. Blanchet’s withdrawal; but Mr.
Nuki, one of our oldest Xns and the best instructed of our Laymen, has taught the Bible
twice a week for me. The Girls will soon move into the new School House, which has
been finished, but not occupied, as it is not thought safe on account of the dampness of
the plaster. New regulations are to be made, and I shall try to manage to take the Bible
class myself.

Will you kindly pay the enclosed bill for postage on “The Churchman”, and return
my thanks to the Proprietor for his kindness in sending it free. Please also pay my
subscription to “The Church Review”, and for “The Southern Churchman”. Bp Poole
waited till my return from Osaka, and we had most friendly conferences with reference to
our work.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Since my last under date Jany 19th, no mail from America has arrived, and so no
letter from you has come to hand.

It is settled that Mr. and Mrs. Gardiner are to return to America, unless, he [Mr. G]
says, <an adverse letter>[a letter opposing return] is received form the Committee; and
they are beginning to make their preparations for leaving. The Principals of both
Boarding Schools going away at the same time leaves a big blank in the Mission, and
some of those who remain will have to do more work. It is to be feared that the Boys
school will suffer. We may be able to carry it on, if Mr. Woodman will consent to help in
the School. Mr. Cole has offered to teach more hours than he is doing at present, but his
strength should be now given to the language, and I am unwilling that he should spend
more time in the school.

I wished to write a long letter setting forth the needs of the Mission, and urging the
sending out of new men at once, but it is Saturday Afternoon and I have not the time. I
shall try to write you more fully at another time, but [+ I] must say now that it is very
necessary that more new men be sent. The C. M. S. Missionary here will return home in
March, and it is very doubtful if another will be sent to take his place. The S. P. G. has
said that it will not increase its force in Toki6. There is but one of that Mission here at
present, and he says it is not likely that an Englishman who offers for Japan will come to
Tokid, as all would prefer to be under an English Bishop. When the other S. P. G.
Missionary, Mr. Shaw, comes out, the one now here expects to return home, and it is not
very probable that he will come back to T6ki6.

You see, Tokio will be left to us, and the Church ought to send out men to take the

place of the English Missionaries who are about to leave. Do your best to find, and send
us, two good men.
Shall [I shall] hope to send you photos of our buildings in Tokib soon. They have at
last been taken and will be printed next week.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Your letters of Dec 27th and Jany 16th hv bn recd. My last was under date Feby 2nd.

Miss Shaw wrote to me that she was nearly well, and that her Physician said he thinks
her limb [leg] will soon be as strong as ever. This was communicated to Dr. Laning, and
he desires that she may be appointed, so I hv. written to her that the Mission will give her
the appointment as soon as she is able to enter on the work. As Dr. Laning says he thinks
the Hospital is still only an experiment, I thought it would be better to make it a
temporary appointment till we can see whether or not success will justify a permanent
engagement. I shall write you when she enters on her work.

The foundation of the Dwelling House for Mr. McKim on [+ Lot] No. 7 Osaka has
been laid, and the Contractor promises to have the building completed by the end of May.

I am glad to learn that the Board felt justified in <continuing the end of the fiscal
year>[continuing to keep June 30th as the end of the fiscal year][?].

Dr. Harrell: Thanks for the information with reference to the appointment of Dr.
Harrell. I trust he may prove [+ to be] a great help to our work when he comes out. You
did not say whether or not he would come out single [as a single man]. It is always a
serious question about providing Dwellings for married men. A single man can always
find a place, but we are often <hardly [hard] put to it>[faced with difficulty] to provide
house room for families.

The Committee acted wisely in recommending that Mr. Blanchet remain in the U. S.
till Autumn. <Shd he have>[If he would have] come out in the Spring, he cd only have
reached here a few months before the hot weather, when many Missionaries cease work,
and go to the country. By passing the Summer there [there in the U. S.], he and his
family will get stronger, and he will be better able to stand [bear] the work when he
comes out in the Autumn.

Rev. W. N. Clark: I am sorry to learn that Mr. Clark’s health would not permit his
being sent out, but it is well to be careful to send out sound [stable], healthy men and
women.

I trust Mr. Jeffries has had a good University education. We need good scholars in
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our Mission in Japan.

What you say with reference to the appt. of Miss Falls is noted. Please return my
thanks to Miss Jay and, through her, to the Ladies of the “Women’s Auxiliary” for their
generous aid to our Mission in undertaking the support of Miss Falls. The instructions
you gave Miss Falls at the time of notifying her of her appointment were good, and will
prevent any misunderstanding.

The Gardiners are making preparations to leave by <the City of Tokido>[the
steamship, “City of Tokyo”], which is advertised to sail on the 12th of March.

My slight indisposition [illness] was not worth mentioning, and [+ it] soon passed off,
thanks to Dr. Laning’s good care.

I promised to send you Photographs of the Mission buildings by this mail, but as Mr.
Gardiner will return home in 12 days from now, it seems best to let him take them.

The above was written to go by the Steamer of the 11th inst., but I was obliged to go
to the Bank in Yokohama to get the accounts all straight before Mr. Gardiner left, and
[+ I had] hoped to finish the letter when I came back. Unfortunately I was detained, and
did not get back till after the {the} hour for the closing of the mail.

Your Telegram from S. F. announcing the sailing of Dr. Harrell, and your letter of
Feby 13th, have come to hand —and the hope they bring of speedy help has cherred us
up.

I trust [+ that] the interview with the Rev. W. S. Campbell and the Rev. H. D. Page
proved [+ to be] entirely satisfactory to the Sub-Committee, and that they have been
recommended to the Board for appointment. Mr. Cole <speaks in high terms of>[praises]
Mr. Page.

We shall <look for>[expect] Miss Falls by the Steamer of Mar: 27th from S.
Francisco. I am glad to learn that Mr. Blanchet’s health is so good, and hope he may be
restored to perfect health by the time he comes out.

The resolutions of the Committee recommending the appointment of Miss Mary
Mailes for Osaka and Miss Emma Williamson for Tokid are noted. You do not say when
they may be expected out. Please thank Mrs. Twing [?] for her letter. The information
will be valuable as a guide.

The resolution with reference to the appointment of Committees to audit the
Treasurers’ accts at the several Stations shall have attention. Mr. Morris has been
notified of the resolution, and [+ has] been asked to be careful in securing vouchers in all
cases where money is paid on Mission acc’t, but the caution is hardly necessary. The
Committee will be appointed when I go to Osaka, probably next month. I shall act as
Treasurer of this Station for the present, and [+ will] take care that the accts are properly
audited by a Committee.

We are expecting Dr. Harrell within a few days. According to [+ the] scheduled
time, the Steamer is due tomorrow, but it will probably be a few days behind time.

The printed slip with reference to receipts and expenditures in the Missions has been
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forwarded to Mr. Morris to <fill up>[complete]. He has the books, and knows the sums
expended at both Stations. It will be sent on as {as} soon as he returns it to me.

The [+ Steamship] “Frank Pendleton” with 2 boxes of books for Tokio and one box
for Osaka has arrived. The box for Osaka has been shipped. Kindly mail the enclosed
Postal [Postal Receipt].

Photographs: Mr. Gardiner has taken with him a number of Photographs of our
Mission Builidngs. Some were for you and some he said he would dispose of for the
benefit of the Mission. You must tell me how you like the buildings. He intended also to
take copies of the Proceedings of the Osaka Conference of Misss, but in the hurry of
getting off, he forgot to call for them in Yokohama. We are <looking out for>[trying to
find] someone going to S. F., in hopes that they may be mailed to you form there. You
may possibly receive them by this mail. There are 5 copies, 2 for the Rooms [?], one for
Mr. G, one for Mr. Blanchet and one for Mr. Cooper —both of whom Mr. G thought
would wish to purchase a copy. They cost $2.50 (Mex.) each.

Mr. Morris’ accounts to Feby 28th have just been received, but there are one or two
points which need to be enquired into, so I shall hold them over till next mail.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Since my last of Mar 27th, your letters of Feby 25, 28, and Mar 1st have come to
hand.

Dr. Harrell: <Dr. Harrell in Yokohama>[Dr. Harrell arrived in Yokohama] Mar. 29th
in good health, and fine Spirits. He seems full of life and energy, and is anxious to get to
work at once. He proposes to go with me to Osaka next week, to see Dr. Laning’s
Medical work, and consult with him about the best methods to pursue.

Dwellings: There are three (3) dwellings in Tokid, viz., No. 25 now occupied by Mr.
Woodman, No. 26 at present unoccupied as the Pupils of St. Margaret’s School have
moved into the new School House, and No. 38 in which Mr. Cole and Dr. Harrell are
living for the present. So you see, while the Blanchets and the Gardiners are <at
home>[in the U. S.], we have a house for Mr. Page. But when they return to Japan, what
are we to do? Another house will be needed.

Specials: [Gifts of money to missionaries for special purposes in their work] I should
be perfectly willing to let you have <the $82>[the $82 Special you wrote about in your
letter] if the donors will give their Consent. Miss Coles wrote me quite a long letter about
her desire to interest the Young Ladies of her Bible Class in my work, and I suppose she
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will expect me to let her know how the money is to be used. If you can represent the
matter to her, and get her consent, I shall be glad to let it go towards paying the debt on
the organs. You have been so kind in sending the organs before the money came into
your hands that I should like to show my appreciation by complying with your request.

Estimates: Before your letter <came to hand>[was received], I had written to Mr.
Morris to <get up>[prepare] the Estimates for Osaka, that we might <pass on them>
[discuss and decide about them] during my visit in Easter week. I shall hope to forward
them [+ to you] in ample time.

Accts: 1 forward the accts of the Treasurer, which I hope will be found [+ to be]
satisfactory. Mr. Morris asks me to reply to a few questions and also to send them
forward for the information of Mr. Roberts [?]. I copy [+ below] what I answer him [Mr.
M], though some things that are said you are well aware of. He asks:

1. “The buildings on Nos. [House Nos.] 26 and 38 are charged to appropriations of
$3500 in your list of Real Estate. Do they refer to the Appn of $7000 for Buildings
—and which I called the Tokié Building fund?” Yes! $3500 + 3500 = $7000, the first
appn made for dwellings in T6ki6 were appropriated for Dwellings for the two married
Misss there in the field —Mr. Blanchet and Mr. Cooper.

2. “Lot No. 40 is charged to appropriation in your list: was there any appropriation
for it <distinct from>[unrelated to] the above-mentioned $7000?” T have it charged
against the Tokio Building fund. If there were another appropriation for it, the overdraft
of the Building fund will [would] be diminished by the price of the lot.

Mr. Kimber wrote in June 1881 (I cannot <lay my hand on>[find] the letter just now,
and so [+ I] cannot give the date, but in his letter of July 19th he says you already have
$1000 for land in Tokid) that the Committee authorized the expenditure of $1000 for lots
in Tokid. This letter reached me at the time of our Conference in 1881. The lot was
bought at the next land sale in Feby 1882.

3. Mr. Gardiner’s account charges Miss Verbeck’s outfit to addl. appn. I have
charged it to Extra appn as I do not find the addl. appn in the schedule.

Mr. Kimber wrote that Miss V. shd be allowed outfit $150 gold. Items which hv. bn
authorized by the Board hv. bn called here additional appropriation, and those which we
hv. to pay without authority, we call Extra Appn.

4. “I hv. charged Miss V’s salary to Undesignated Balance. Is that right? If so, to
what is the remainder to be charged?”

Mr. Kimber wrote asking if enough cd not be provided from the gross amount of the
appn to pay with the undesignated balance Miss V’s salary. In reply to my letter telling
him how we might provide the am’t, [+ he] wrote that the Board had appropriated
sufficient to pay her saly. So I shd call this addl. appn.

Mr. M. asks me to let you know what L/C’s [Letters of Credit] I have on hand. As
my letter of March 11th gave full information, it will not be necessary for me to repeat it
here.

Please excuse this bad writing. I have not time to write better, and have no time to
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read over [again].

My dear Mr. Kimber

Herewith I forward the Estimates, and [+ I] have only a little while to add a few
comments.

St. Timothy’s School: The members of the Finance Come. voted the sum asked by
Mr. Tyng, viz., $1200 running exps and $500 for Schps before I went down [+ to Osaka];
but at the meeting held while I was there, I told Mr. Tyng that I shd. be obliged to write
that I thought it too much. Mr. Woodman, as a member of the Standing Come., thinks
that $1000 [+ is] amply sufficient —and if a Head-master is sent out for the School, that
it shd. be reduced at least $200. I shd think $200 enough for Scholarships. This would
make the whole appropriation for St. T’s $1200.

St. Agnes: There are now 22 Schps which will require $1366, but Mrs. Laning hopes
to have 26 Schps this year and there will then be needed $1566.

Chapels: [+ These] were not <set down>[budgeted] in the Osaka list, I think, but I
have put in $400. They may not think it sufficient. It was $900 last year.

Hospital: Dr. L says he cannot tell what the running expenses will be, but sets it
down at $900. It may not amount to this sum.

Repairs and Incidentals: [+ These] seem heavy. I think $500 ought to be sufficient,
and [+ I] have set down that am’t in the second column. If $800 is granted, they will find
a way to spend it all.

Tokio

Most of the items are set down so low that it will be difficult to cut them down much.
You will see in the Second column how the estimates may be reduced a little if it be
necessary to retrench [reduce]. The Dispensary has been set down at $900, but it is all
guesswork [only guessing] as I have nothing to guide me in making out an estimate for
Drugs [medicines].

Buildings

St. Agnes’ School: The Finance Come. had set down $4300 for rebuilding the
School. The present building would last for 4 or 5 years longer with an outlay of, say
[about], $150 in repairs, painting, <and C>[etc.]. The accommodations for two single
ladies is not very good, but they could manage to live there if they <were of one
mind>[could agree on various matters], and wd be willing to put up with a little
inconvenience. There are 2 rooms very small which could be used as bedrooms, 2 larger
rooms, say, 12 [+ feet] X 12 [+ feet], or 12 X 15, and a Dining room downstairs. I
thought a wing might be built on as rooms for the 2 Ladies, and asked Dr. L to get

estimates for it. He has telegraphed that it will cost 1800 yen, now nearly $1800. It wd.
be better to rebuild the whole school than expend so much on the wing. If the Board will
find it difficult to appropriate the amount, and think it better not to rebuild now, $150
ought to be appropriated for painting, plastering <and C>[etc.] The building looks
shabby.

The three items, “addl. building for St. Timothy’s, Purchase of lot No. 20, and new
chapel” were voted by the Finance Come., but on thinking over the matter, it seems to me
that they may be <dispensed with>[not really needed] for the present. The dormitories of
St. T’s will accommodate between 30 and 40 Boarders, and Mr. Tyng says they are now
full. It is probable that the recent conscription [compulsory military training] laws have
caused an increase for the present which may not continue next year. If the building is
not absolutely necessary, it will be unwise to expend so much money on it, and besides it
will crowd the lot too much.

Mr. Tyng wishes Lot 20 —which joints [adjoins] No. 21 on which St. T’s stands—
to be bought, but there are several objections. It will be an expensive purchase at $3000.
There are on it now a Japanese dwelling, which cost originally about $300, a building
used for making ice, and a mud godown. Our Misss wd not be willing to live in the
dwelling —and the other buildings cd. not be used, except for a gymnasium. There does
not seem any necessity for expending much money on a gymnasium. Mr. Gardiner has
had put up all for St. Paul’s that is needed for 50 yen.

Instead of the Chapel at $2500, Mr. McKim wishes me to purchase a building which
may be used both as a Chapel and [+ as] a school. It will cost about $1200. This has
been added to the Estimates.

If a married man is to be sent to Osaka, a new dwelling will be needed. We have no
lot for it at present, and one can not be gotten on the Concession. If we had a lot, we
could put up a building [+ on it] for $2500. A dwelling for Mr. McKim, the same size as
Dr. Laning’s, has been built for $2500 with outhouse [outdoor toilet], fencing, walks,
<and C>[etc.]. The only difference between it and the one Dr. L occupies is that the
doors, windows, and stairs are made of more expensive wood, which is not seen after it
has been painted.

Tokid

If the dwelling is built of brick like the other dwellings here, it will cost fully $3500.
It cd be built of tile and plaster cheaper [more cheaply].

1 have written to ask an English Architect to examine No. 26 [House No. 26] [?], and
till he sees it and directs what shall be done to it, I cannot tell [estimate] the amount of
repairs.

Dr. Harrell is anxious to have a Hospital at once. We have not had time to get
estimates since our return from Osaka. It is a question whether it would not be better for
him to study the language before he begins work in a Hospital. He cd be working in one
or two dispensaries in the meantime, but he thinks [+ that] it will be some time before the
money can be raised and the house built, and [+ that] the money ought to be asked for at
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once.
I must send this to the station to be mailed and hope it may reach you. The estimates
were sent <in another>[under separate] cover.
The summary was [is as follows:]

My dear Mr. Kimber

There is an opportunity of mailing this at the Station tonight. I continue my
[+ former] letter, so abruptly broken off.

I said $500 might be taken [subtracted] from the estimate for the building on [+ Lot]
No. 40, Tékio, if it is understood that, in case of necessity, I am at liberty to increase the
amount of expenditure. In Osaka a very nice house was built for $2500, in almost all
respects like Dr. Laning’s —the principal difference being that a finer wood was used for
the Stairway and doors in Dr. L’s.

Much more is asked for St. Timothy’s school than ought to be expended on it, and I
feel confident that it might be carried on for the amount appropriated for it year before
last, and last year (not including the preparatory dept. [department]), viz [namely] $850.
The receipts of St. Paul’s school last month paid all expenses, managers’ and 2 Japanese
teachers’ salaries, support of 6 beneficiaries [students] on schps, school servant, oil <and
C>[etc.], —except something over $12, and it is hoped that this month no money will be
drawn from the Mission Treasury for the School. Our fees are higher than what is
charged at St. T’s, and they cannot get on with as little as we need here, but it seems to
me that $850 ought to be quite sufficient for the school, and $200 or $300 ought to be as
much as should be expended in that way.

Let me give you the record of the arrivals of our new Missionaries.

Letter of Mar 18: [+ I] Am glad to learn that Mr. Page stands so high, and trust he
will do a good work in Japan. We shall be able to accommodate Mr. Page and Miss
Williamson. Miss W will live with Mr. Woodman. No. 26 is vacant and is now being
put in repair, painted inside and out, and as [+ I] said [+ in] my letter before, is
pronounced safe by Mr. Conder, the best architect in Tokid, who saw it over a year ago,
and has lately inspected it again. He says we need feel no alarm from it.

Mr. Cole and Dr. Harrell are living in No. 38.

[+ I] Am sorry Mr. B. [Blanchet][?] wrote you such a disagreeable letter. He has
always been in great fear of losing No. 38.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Yours [your letter] of Mar 18th <came duly to hand>[arrived here].

By the Mail of April 27th I sent on the Estimates for the next fiscal year. I was so
pressed for time that I could not make a Copy of my letter written at the time, and cannot
recollect precisely what was written. Let me say, in passing, that if you have a copyist in
the office who could make me a copy of it, I shall be obliged if you will let me have one.

One or two items must be added to the Estimates.

Tokio: Repairs No. 26 $175
" on St. Paul’s [+ No.] 37 600
Osaka: Chapels, additional 300 [+ Total] [+ $]1075

In the Estimates sent, repairs on No. 26 were left blank, but since then I have engaged
a Contractor to put [+ in] all needed repairs and 2 iron rods to make it safe at a cost of
$175. An English Architect, Mr. Conder, directed what should be done, and says it will
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be, when finished, perfectly safe.

The same Architect has directed that No. 37, St. Paul’s School, be bolted with 18 iron
rods running through the building. Measurements which he had accurately made showed
that there was a tendency to bulge out in one long wall, and he said it must be attended to
immediately. Under the circumstances I have not hesitated to give orders for carrying out
his directions, and shall have to charge it to Extra Appropriation, as it will have to be paid
before the next fiscal year begins. It is set down in the Estimates for your guidance. The
rods will cost about $375, but besides, as the lower floor is sinking in some places, and
something needs to be done about the roof, I have put down the whole amount needed at
$600. Mr. Conder says when the rods have been put in place and screwed up he will then
examine the floor <and c>[etc.], and tell me what else is needed.

I'learn from Mr. McKim, who is here, I am sorry to say, by the Doctor’s orders for a
change, that there was a mistake about the amount required for “Chapels” in Osaka. He
tells me that the Finance [+ Committee] voted $700, but I only put down $400. Probably
$600 will be sufficient.

The more I think of it, the less I am inclined to recommended the items set down in

Osaka estimates. St. T’s School building $3200
Purchase of lot No. 20 3000
New Chapel 2500

[+ Total] [+ $] 8700

You will have noticed that while they were set down to let the Committee know what
had been voted by the Finance Committee, (one member voted against these items) I did
not include them in the <“footing up”>[sum of a column of figures].

St. Agnes’ School: The amount set down for rebuilding the School may probably be
reduced by $800 or $1000. The materials of the old building will be <worked in>[used]
so that the only about $3000 or $3300 will be needed to complete it. St. Margaret’s cost
$4000, the Contractor furnishing everything.

The “new building” [+ in] Osaka may be reduced $500, if at the same time, I may be
allowed to increase the amount if it is found necessary. The building on No. 40, Tokio,
the same.

My dear Mr. Kimber
Your letters of Apl 16th and 19th with enclosures hv. bn recd. My last [+ letter] was
under date May 15th.
St. Paul’s School: Mr. Gardiner took the Photographs with him, and you have
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probably recd them before this time.

The $600 set down in the estimates for repairs on St. Paul’s School will hv. to be
expended immediately, and I hope Mr. Roberts will be able to send out the money at once
to cover this outlay [payment]. The Contractor is at work on both houses, St. P’s and No.
26, and will have to be paid by the middle of next month. I hv. not enough money on
hand to pay this and the next quarter’s salaries <and C>[etc.].

Mr. and Mrs. Page, after a very smooth passage from S. Francisco, arrived in good
health at Yokohama on the 18th May, and came up to Toki6 on the 19th. You can well
understand how delighted we are to welcome them. He has already set to work
vigorously to learn the language.

Blanks for Reports: I shall try to get them filled up as you request, and forward them
in good time. Mr. McKim, who has been here several weeks to recruit [recover] his
health, returned [+ to Osaka] today, and promised to send me his report, and get the other
Missionaries to send me theirs at the earliest possible date.

The work of the two Deacons will be reported by me, as the Chapels at which they
serve are under my supervision.

You will have to get Mr. Gardiner to make a report on St. Paul’s School to the end of
Feby, and Mrs. Gardiner [+ to make] the report of St. Margaret’s School to the same date.
Miss Riddick will report on St. M’s and I on St. P’s from March 1Ist to the close of the
session.

I have asked Miss Riddick to send you an account of the Scholarships.

There are two Scholarships I may say a word about now. On the Willis Edgar Schp,
a younger brother of the Rev. Mr. Kanai has been placed. If he turns out as well as Mr.
Kanai, who was the former beneficiary, the money will be well spent.

Mr. Osada, who was on the Arthur Van Rensselaer Schp., has ceased to be a
Candidate for Orders [ordination], and is now engaged in translating from English articles
for a Japanese Paper.

We have no Divinity [Theology] scholars this year, but we may have some next, and
then we shall be able to assign one to the “Horatio Chickering” Scholarship.

This leads me to say that no estimate for the support of Divinity Students was sent
forward, as I was not aware, when the estimates were made out, that we would have any
students; but from what Mr. McKim tells me, it is quite possible that we may have three
or four from Osaka. One in Tokid will study, if he can manage to escape the [+ military]
Conscription. It wd. be well to appropriate, say $400, for this purpose. If we can get
suitable men, we ought to be prepared to support them.

Dr. Harrell tells me that he shall need a house next year, and gives me to understand
that he hopes to be married. If he should get married, it will be necessary to appropriate
money either to rent ($600), or to build ($3500) him a house. If the house should be built
of tile and plaster or weather boarding from $2500 to $3000 will be sufficient, provided
we can get the Lot at a moderate price.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Your favour [letter] of May 1st and <P.S. 5th>[postscript written on May 5] reached
me in due course of mail. My last was written on the 28th ult [ultimo, last month].

What you say about the assignment of the <temporary Charge of the Missy
Jurisdiction of Shanghai>[supervision as interim bishop in the Diocese of Shanghai-after
Bishop Schereschewsky’s resignation] is noted. Thank you for getting for me the opinion
of Bishop Potter. He has had, as Secy of the House of Bishops, so much experience in
such matters that his opinion is most valuable.

The question may very naturally arise whether or not the Presiding Bishop has the
authority, by canon [law], to take charge himself, or [to] assign to another Bishop the
charge [responsibilty] of a Foreign Missy Jurisdiction. Subsection 3, sec 7, can 15, title 1
of the Digest [summary of canon law] evidently refers only to Domestic Missy
Jurisdictions. There is nothing said about what course shall be pursued [followed] in case
of the death or resignation of a Forn. Missy Bishop, and some may contend that the
House of Bishops have no Authority to ask a Bishop to “take charge” of a Foreign Missy
Jurisdiction.

No doubt this all <occurred to>[was considered by] the members of the House of
Bishops before they passed the resolution requesting the Bishop of Yedo to take charge of
the Mission in China, and [+ they] were well satisfied that they had authority to act in this
matter.

I shall not start the doubt in the minds of the Brethren in China, but simply offer to
make a visitation this summer, during the vacation in our Schools, if the Standing
Committee there think it necessary. Should the Missionaries there question my authority
to take charge, I shall then refer the settlement of the matter to the authorities at home.

Mr. Tyng has written asking me to telegraph to you to send out a married man for St.
Timothy’s School. His idea is that a married man might live in Kobe, and go up daily to
teach, at an additional expense for travelling of $180. This does not seem at all a
satisfactory arrangement. The Head Master should be on the spot, where he could know
all that was going on, and really manage the School. Another plan he mentions is that a
house in Osaka may be rented. But I should like to know more about it. Once before I
was asked to telegraph to authorize them to buy the same house, and when I wrote giving
the authority under certain conditions, it turned out that it was a mistake, and the house
could not be bought.

Mr. Tyng has begun work at Wakayama, and finds it very encouraging. He wishes a
Teacher to be sent out to relieve him at St. Timothy’s. I trust you may be able to find a
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single man. There will be then no great trouble about a house for him.

My dear Mr. Kimber

Since my last [+ letter], your favours [letters] of May 16th, 19th and 20th, and Mr.
Roberts’ letter of May 20th, covering L/C [letter of credit] M 4421 for £ 500, have come
to hand.

If Miss Coles does not write to you giving permission for the $82 to be <applied
to>[used for] the purchase of the organ, kindly let me know, that I may write to let her
know how it will be used here. A letter may bring more, if the use made of it approves
itself to her judgement.

I note what you say about the travelling expenses of Bp W [Williams] and Dr. H.
[Harrell] to Osaka.

It is not pleasant to learn that the Treasury is not in as good condition as it was at this
time last year, as regard legacies, but it is gratifying to know that receipts from
contributions have not fallen off. This shows that the interest of the Church in her
Missions has not fallen off. I trust you may get the money from the “Bun wills”.

It is most satisfactory to know that such a good man, as Mr. Suplee certainly must be,
is offering himself for the position of Head Master of St. Timothy’s. There is one fear,
however, viz. [videlicet, namely] that he is rather too old to learn the language. I could
wish he were 8 or 10 years younger.

I could not telegraph before I had learned from Mr. Tyng what accommodations
would be provided for Mr. and Mrs. Suplee. But apart from this, I hardly think it fair, to
a Missionary coming out, to act on a telegraph “accommodation” when he wd. have no
idea what [+ kind of housing] he would have to expect. My experience has been that
married Missionaries have not been willing to live with another family for any length of
time, and the attempt will, in most cases, probably, end in trouble, and you may
remember that in a previous case I objected to the proposed plan.

In the present case, Mr. Tyng proposes that Mr. and Mrs. Suplee should live with
them, and offers a bedroom and study. This, I feel sure, will not prove a satisfactory
arrangement, and will not continue for any length of time. Mr. Tyng thinks the house
now too small for his family, and for him to give up two rooms can only be a temporary
makeshift.

It is doubtful also if Mr. S. [Suplee] will like the arrangement. Before Mr. McKim
came out [+ to Japan], Mr. T. [Tyng] proposed that he shd live with him, but Mr. and
Mrs. McKim were utterly opposed to such an arrangement, and I believe they would
never have given their consent to it. Fortunately other plans were suggested, and the
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experiment which would undoubtedly have produced the most unhappy results, was not
made.

In the case of Mr. Suplee, I do not think it will work at all well. Mr. Suplee is to
come out as Head Master of St. Timothy’s, but Mr. Tyng does not wish to give over the
management. He will wish to keep it in his own hands, and have Mr. S [Suplee] as a
simple Teacher under him. He has said to me that he does not think it fair to take the
School away from him, but it was clearly understood at the beginning that Mr. Tyng shd
have charge only till a suitable man could be gotten out from home.

Mr. Suplee will probably not be willing to be a simple Teacher under Mr. Tyng’s
management of the School; and as he comes out as Head Master, if he should claim his
right to take the management of the School, there may be some unpleasantness. Should
this occur, it will be <anything but comfortable>[extremely uncomfortable] for Mr. and
Mrs. Suplee to be living in Mr. Tyng’s house. <For one,>[As for me] I am unwilling to
place Mr. Suplee in what may prove such a disagreeable position. From Mr. S’s
experience as a Teacher, I should certainly think he is the proper person to have the
management, and that the best interests of the School require that he should take charge.

If Mr. Suplee be appointed, and no other arrangement than the one proposed can be
made, it will be better for him to stop in T6ki6 for a while, till suitable quarters can be
provided in Osaka. He could give most of his time to the study of the language, and
when he goes to Osaka he would be much better prepared to take charge, as he would
have gained some experience about Japanese Students, and learn something of the
working of different schools in Toki6.

Next session, if there are students, as there probably will be, I shall be obliged to
teach in the Theol. School, and shall be obliged to get assistance in St. Paul’s school
[+ from Mr. Suplee][?]. I do not wish to take any more of Mr. Cole’s and Mr. Page’s
time from the study of the language than is absolutely necessary. I wish them to push on
as fast as possible with the language, that they may <get the string of their tongues
loose>[attain fluency in speaking Japanese], that so they may be able to commence active
evangelistic work at the earliest time possible. If Mr. S. should be detained for a while
here in Tokid, he would be doing a good work.

Whether he goes to Osaka or stays here for a time it will be well to appropriate
[money] for house rent for him at the rate of $40 or $50 a month. A house may be
secured in Osaka, and one certainly can be found here in T6kid if necessary.

This mail will carry you from China the news of the renunciation of the [ordained
Episcopal] Ministry by Mr. Appleton and his immersion [baptism by total immersion] by
the Baptist Minister in Shanghai. It is hard to understand how he could have taken such a
step. He seems to have acted with undue haste in so serious a matter.

The Standing Committee have referred the case to me and sent me Mr. Appleton’s
communication, with the request that it be forwarded to the Forn. Come. in N York. I
wish to make some extracts from it, and shall keep it over till the next mail.

I am glad to learn that you like the houses <[+ in the photographs taken to New York
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by Mr. Gardiner]>[see 29 May letter]. The iron rods have been put in Nos. 26 and 37 (St.
P’s), and the repairs on both buildings are nearly completed.
Our Schools close on the 9th of next month [July]. If it is wished that I shd. make a
visit to China, I shall try to go during the vacation.

The 17th Annual Report of the Missionary Bishop of Yedo
[+ for the year] ending June 30th, 1884

Through the mercy of the Great Head of the Church, we have passed another year, in
which we have experienced much to be thankful for.

One great cause for thankfulness is the large additions that have been made to our
force [+ of missionary personnel]. In no one year, since the beginning of the Mission,
have so many been commissioned and sent out to this field. There were added to our
number two Clergymen, the Rev. J. T. Cole and the Rev. H. D. Page, a Missionary
Physician, Dr. F. W. Harrell, a trained nurse for the Hospital in Osaka, Miss F. J. Shaw,
and three single Ladies, Miss B. Falls, Miss M. Mailes, and Miss E. Williamson. All
have been at work since their arrivals. After an absence of 18 months, Mr. Morris, much
to the joy of both Japanese and Foreigners, returned to Osaka in February. Mr. and Mrs.
Gardiner, by advice of the Physician, left Tokio the 12th March last.

Osaka

St. Timothy’s School has had “decided gains in numbers” during the past year, and
Mr. Tyng speaks of it more encouragingly than he did the previous year. He mentions the
fact that nine of the pupils have been baptized.

Though St. Margaret’s [Agnes’] School ceased to take young boys, and so lost six
scholars, the number of pupils was greater than the year previous. Want of air Space will
prevent Mrs. Laning from receiving more boarders. The school has had a valuable
accession in Miss Falls, who will undertake most of the English teaching.

A building, to be used as a Chapel and school by Mr. McKim, has been purchased,
and it is hoped that this will put new life into the Christians, and give a new impetus to
the work. A house has also been rented as a preaching chapel in connection with St.
Timothy’s, and the members of the congregation have undertaken to pay all running
expenses, and help in other ways.

The building at the out-station at Koriyama has been secured for five years, and
regular services are held there two Sundays in the month. The Catechist, Mr. Tanaka, at
each visit stays four or five days teaching and preaching. Mr. McKim baptized three
persons there.

Lately work at Wakayama has been entered on quite vigorously. It is too soon to
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look for any great results, but Mr. Tyng and the Japanese associated with him seem much
encouraged with the prospects of success.

St. Barnabas’ Hospital was ready to receive patients on the 16th of August, and Dr.
Laning, after long waiting, had the great satisfaction of taking charge of a Hospital in
many ways <well appointed>[with good equipment], and admirably fitted for his work.
Excellent ventilation, perfect cleanliness, snowy-white, very comfortable beds,
unwearying most efficient nursing, and excellent professional skill should have a good
effect on the Japanese, and be the means of restoring many sick and suffering [+ to good
health]. The Mission is indebted for this noble charity to the members of the Women’s
Auxiliary, and their generosity is highly appreciated. They have good cause to
congratulate themselves, that they have put it in the power of the Missionaries in charge
to relieve so much suffering, and do so much for the cause of our Blessed Lord. The
Hospital has been most fortunate in securing the services of Miss F. J. Shaw, a trained
nurse from St. Thomas” Hospital, London, who for zeal, untiring energy, love for her
work, which amounts almost to a passion, cannot be surpassed.

Work among women has been kept up, but from circumstances, could not be
prosecuted as vigorously as it was wished. Now, however, that Miss Mailes is there to
give her whole time to this work, and has as an assistant a former pupil in St. Agnes’
School, who is thought to be fitted for the place, it is hoped that the work will receive a
new impetus and good results be obtained.

Tokid

It was feared that Mr. Gardiner’s return home on account of the ill health of himself
and Mrs. Gardiner would seriously affect the prosperity of St. Paul’s School. His absence
was felt very much, but he had so well organized the School, and put it on such a good
basis, that it was only necessary to continue his methods to ensure a certain measure of
success. The conscription laws, also, had the effect of increasing the number of our
pupils. Students from Schools in which translation only was taught, came to us to learn
English, in order that they might be able to enter the Government School connected with
the University, or the Engineering College, where they would escape the Conscription,
while prosecuting [continuing] their studies. Our School reached the highest number
which it [+ has] ever had, and good hopes are entertained that the number will be large
next session.

The management of St. Margaret’s School passed into the hands of Miss Riddick
after Mrs. Gardiner’s return home. One self-supporting scholar entered at the close of the
session, and it is hoped the school may gradually became partially self supporting. With
a good school building, good teachers, and a better means of making the School known,
there is reason to think it will grow.

Though our force has been diminished, and one of our Deacons, Mr. Kanai, was laid
by for many months, the number of our services was not decreased. One building, used
as a Chapel, had to be removed, as the owner declined to allow us to continue to rent the
land. A building to be used as a Chapel and School, in connection with Mr. Woodman’s
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work, has lately been built.

The hopes entertained that our Japanese Christians would undertake the support of
their Church and Clergyman has not yet been realized. They decided, however, to start a
Missionary Society, of which all the converts connected with the Missions of the Church
of England and the Church in the United States might become members. The Society has
been formed, a suitable point to begin work selected, and two of the members have
visited it once a month. Being satisfied that the place is well chosen, the Society
appointed as Catechist a young man who had had a year’s training in our Theological
School, and sent him there to live. Someone from To6kid will visit the place from time to
time to encourage and assist the Catechist. This is a move in the right direction. It has
served to bind the christians together, and has called for the their sympathies and zeal.

Soon after Dr. Harrell’s arrival he opened two dispensaries, one at Tskiji [Tsukiji] in
the house in which he lived, the other in rooms behind Trinity Chapel. The number of
patients has gradually increased, and he is much encouraged in his work. Mr. Kanai
attends at Trinity Chapel, and reads the Bible, and instructs the patients while they are
waiting. A catechist, for some time, did the same at Ts’kiji. In this way several have
been led to attend our Sunday services. Dr. Harrell is looking forward with much interest
to the time when he shall have the Hospital which the Women’s Auxiliary has generously
promised to collect the money for.

Visits have been paid, from time to time, to several places within 15 or 20 miles of
Tokid. At one of these points the prospects seem good, and the visits will be continued.
It is proposed also to open a Station at a town 12 or 15 miles father off. Our great want is
a suitable man to place there.

Christianity has been attracting more attention of late than at any previous time. The
secular papers frequently discuss the subject, and some strongly advocate its
[Christianity’s] claims. Notably among these is the principal Liberal Paper, whose editor,
a few years ago wrote a book in which he said the Government should use all its
influence in favour of Budhism (Buddhism) and make it the State religion. Now, he
says he sees his error. The morality, civilization, and governments of Europe and
America, he says, are based on and have grown up from the Christian religion, and if
Japan wishes to become entirely civilized, be received on an equal footing into the comity
of nations, she must become Christian.

Some of the Ministers make no secret of their desire that Xnty should spread in this
country, and there is a general feeling that it will not be very long before Christianity is
recognized, and entire freedom of conscience is granted. As a preliminary step toward
this, it is supposed, the Government has just issued a Notification to the effect that the
Sintoo (Shinto) and Budhist (Buddhist) official Priesthood has been abolished. This is
looked upon by some as the disestablishment of the Church in Japan.

Sooner or later, probably before very long, Xnty must be publicly tolerated, and
freedom given to all to believe what they like. A few weeks since [ago], the Governor of
Miako [Miyako, Kyoto] called together the heads of the different Budhist (Buddhist)
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sects, and taking great pains to assure them that what he was about to say was entirely
unofficial, and not inspired by the Government, told them that religion would probably
be, after [+ a] while, declared free, and he hoped they would give instructions to their
subordinates not to use force or create disturbances in their efforts to oppose the spread of
Christianity. In consequence of this, probably, the Hongwanji or Shin sect of Budhists
(Buddhists), the most powerful one in Japan, issued a circular, which contains the
following significant expressions.

“Liberty of faith seems almost a necessity in these days, but our Priesthood should
not abate their exertions at such a critical moment. They should strictly observe their
duty which consists in self-government, and in the conversion of others. Whatever
notification may be issued by the Government, our priesthood must not resort to
indiscreet measures, nor so act as to create confusion.”

From many indications there cannot be much doubt that the Government will, at no
distant date, issue a proclamation giving entire liberty of Conscience. Xnty, which for
some years has been quietly ignored, will be publicly tolerated, and will then have a free
field. Though the prophecies which some have made that Japan will be a Xn nation in ten
years will not be fulfilled, for Budhism (Buddhism) is not dead, and the Priests will
combine, and use all their strength to put off the, to them, evil day, still it will be Xn at no
very distant future. They will oppose Xnty with all their power, which [+ power] is not to
be despised, but the result cannot be doubtful. Christianity must spread and become the
religion of Japan.

Our Church has a duty to this Country, and she should put forth her strength and do
with her might what her hand findeth. The opportunity is now given to take her part in
Christianizing this land. A few years hence it will be too late. Money and men and
prayers offered now will yield the hundred fold.

251 Report on St.Paul’s School, 1884.6.30.

Report on St. Paul’s School from March 1st to July 30th 1884

Most unfortunately for St. Paul’s School, the Head Master, Mr. Gardiner, was in the
Spring ordered home by our Physician, on account of ill health, and there was reason to
fear the school would suffer from his absence. But as he had well organized the school,
arranged the Classes, and secured the Teachers, <the one left in charge>[Bishop
Williams] had little else to do but to carry on the work as he had begun, in order to keep it
up.

Mr. Gardiner will make his report on the School to the end of Feby last.

The number of pupils steadily increased from March till May, when it reached 59, the
highest number we have ever had. Then from several causes, sickness, fear of the
examinations, and the necessity of returning to their countries [homes], the number was
reduced considerably, so that at the close of the session there were only 46 pupils.

It is gratifying to be able to report that in May the receipts from the pupils paid all
expenses, except about $6.00. Next session it is hoped that if all goes well, the School
will be nearly, if not quite, self-supporting, that is, pay all expenses except the Salaries of
the Foreign Teachers.

The Rev. J. T. Cole, much to the benefit of the students, taught mathematics an hour
and a half each day. Miss Verbeck has given 3 hours daily to the School, and her entire
devotion, and faithful teaching are seen in the progress made by the pupils. Miss
Williamson, who began to teach at the end of May, entered on the work with great
earnestness, and communicated something of her enthusiasm to her classes. The Chinese
Teacher, Mr. Shimura, an <2 old 1 very sedate 3 gentleman>[very old sedate gentleman]
of about 60 yrs of age, has quite a reputation among the Japanese, and is much respected
by the students.

Mr. Nuki, besides taking the management of the school, taught translation from
English into Japanese 2 1/2 hours daily.

The thorough examinations, at the close of the session, extending over five days,
showed a good amount of faithful study, and in most cases very creditable progress.

The religious instruction of the pupils is a marked feature in the School, and from the
beginning, particular attention has been given to this part of their education. Besides the
regular Sunday Morning service and Sermon, and Evening Service and Sunday School,
and Friday evening service and Sermon, at daily morning prayers a short lecture or
practical comment on the Scripture is given. A Bible class is also taught three times a
week, as a part of the regular course, and all the pupils are required to attend.

Two were lately baptized, and five others are now being prepared for Holy Baptism.
One, who was formerly in our School, but is now studying at the Government Law
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School, attends the class.
On a review of the past year, we see much to be thankful for, and look forward, with
hope, to more satisfactory results next Session.

Toki6 July 10th, 1884
My dear Mr. Kimber,

Your Telegram of June 13th from San Francisco is the only communication which I
have received from you since my last [+ letter] of June 24th.

1 shall expect fuller information by the next mail, which is due in about 10 days. The
house which Mr. McKim occupied has probably been given up before this time.

When the Telegram announcing Mr. Boone’s election [+ as Bishop of Shanghai] was
received he wrote telling me of his desire to be consecrated in Shanghai, and asking my
opinion. After giving the matter some thought, I wrote that while appreciating his wish
and his reasons for wishing to be consecrated there, it seemed to me most desirable, that
he should go home for consecration, for many reasons.

Mr. Boone has been criticized both publicly and in private, and he ought to go home
to remove any unfavourable impressions, which may have been made against the
Mission. His not going home is likely to be made <a handle of>[a reason to attack him
by his critics] to his injury, and [+ to] the detriment of the work.

His consecration there [in America] might awaken a new interest in the Mission. He
would also be able, probably, to <beat up>[find and inspire] new recruits for his field.
The time taken would not affect his work, as seriously as might be expected. If he were
so disposed, and it were thought better that he should return immediately, he could be
back by the end of October. And should he think it better to leave his family in China,
the expense would not be a very serious consideration. The Mission would, probably,
have to pay the expenses of the Bishops who would assist in the consecration, this would
amount to $300 or 400. But in such a case the money question should not have any great
weight. In the interest of the work, the Committee, I suppose would wish him to go home
[+ to America], and I hope that it will be so arranged. Since he received my letter,
however, he has written that he had sent home his request, that his consecration might
takes place in Shanghai.

The New York papers, recd by last mail, bring us almost incredible accounts of the
way Mr. Blanchet has been carried away with the <“faith cure” fever>[excitement about
faith healings], and that he had been summoned before the Court by the Society for the
prevention of cruelty to children. It is to be hoped that there has been some mistake, or
that what actually happened has been greatly exaggerated. I sincerely trust he is not
coming out to spread such vagaries here. We have already enough to contend with here,
and find it hard to guide the Japanese aright. Many young people would go crazy on just
such a newfangled fancy, and feel sure that they could work miracles. Such fancies will
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do far more injury here than at home, where there is enough good common sense to
thoroughly expose them, and the people do not lose their heads, and are not carried away
so easily by “something new.” But I shall hope that, there has been great exaggeration
about the matter.

The examinations of St. Paul’s, and St. Margaret’s Schools have just been concluded,
and the closing exercise took place yesterday.

The reports of the several Missionaries have not all been sent in to me yet, but I hope
to receive the remainder soon, and shall try to get off my report before I go to Osaka.

The Missionaries are beginning to leave T6kio for the country. Mr. Cole and Mr.
Woodman went this week. Mr. W will return in a few days. Mr. Cole will stay longer.
Mr. and Mrs. Page, and Dr. Harrell will remain here through the summer. The single
Ladies have not yet made their plans.

I'have been so busy that I have been unable to make the extracts from Mr. Appleton’s
communication, and so shall not be able to send on by this mail. I have written to him,
and shall probably, soon hear from him. Mr. Boone writes me that he had left Shanghai
for Japan. He is probably at Kobé.

Mrs. Laning has sent me a letter for you in which she offers her resignation as
Manager of St. Agnes’ School and asks me to sign it, by which she probably means me to
recommend it. She gives no reason for what appears to be a rather sudden determination.
Just before Miss Falls went down she wrote saying she was willing to give the School up
or continue it as might be thought best. It seemed better that she shd continue the
management for the present. I hope there has been no disagreement. Tomorrow I am
expecting to leave for Osaka and shall there learn more about the matter. I enclose the
letter as she requests.

My report will be sent, I hope, by next mail, and also the report of St. Paul’s School
since Mar 1st when I took charge. Mr. Gardiner will be able to report from the beginning
of the session.

The mail is bringing letters from you of June 17th, 21st, 23d and 24th. I am unable to
reply to them by this mail. I am sorry indeed to learn that the Treasury is in such
condition that retrenchment may be necessary. May God put it into the hearts of His
people to give liberally of their means that His work in Foreign lands may not be
crippled.

Osaka July 29th, 1884
My dear Mr. Kimber

Your letters of June 17th, 21st, 23d and 24th were duly recd, and I shall take up some
of the subjects referred to. ,

Thanks for the Copy of my letter of Apl 26th with enclosures.

Miss Shaw entered on her work in Osaka on the 10th April. It was thought better to
make the appointment only temporary at first, but she was so very efficient, and Dr.
Laning found her so entirely satisfactory that it was soon seen [considered] to be
advisable to make the appointment permanent. If it shd be necessary to mark the time of
her permanent engagement [appointment], you may date it from the 1st of May, though
Dr. Laning seemed satisfied, so soon after her arrival, that she should be permanently
engaged, that the distinction of temporary and permanent engagement need not be made.

Mr. Blanchet: 1 am not prepared just now to express an opinion. I shall probably
write to him.

Appropriations: The request that we should reduce our Estimates by $3100 U. S. Ccy
[currency][?] comes like a heavy blow on all concerned, and no one sees now how it is to
be effected. It means the crippling of the work —curtailment of what we are doing, or
the harassing of the Missionaries by <cutting down>[reducing] salaries, which they do
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not find any too large. With every wish to relieve the Board [+ of Missions] of the
burden, we do not see how we can cut down such an amount. The subject is under
consideration, and we shall do what we can. But I earnestly hope the Church will come
to the rescue in response to the appeal sent forth, and not compel us to curtail the work, or
distress the Missionaries in the field.

I enclose the Statement which Mr. Appleton sent in to the Standing Committee in
Shanghai and requested them to forward to the Board. He (Mr. A) called on me this
morning.

My dear Mr. Kimber

The question of reduction of estimates was brought up before the Finance Committee

in Osaka, item by item, but the only reductions they could agree to were
St. Agnes’ School $130
Parish School, Rev. ] McK 25 [+ Total $] 155.

Mr. Tyng suggested that the item “Special repairs on St. Agnes’ School” might be cut
off, but the house needs repairs and repainting badly, and if it can be allowed, the repairs
should be made. Mrs. Laning, when suggesting that this reduction should be made on St.
A’s School, said it wd. prevent her from giving the children some things which she wd.
like to provide for them.

In To6kio the following reductions may be made.

No. 34 1 Catechist $110
" 35 Linguistic teachers 50
" 38 Parish schools

" 40  Chapel Bps [?] 122

This is but a small part of the $3100 we are asked to reduce.

The larger part of the estimates is the Salaries of the Foreign Misss, but I cannot
reduce the Salaries of anyone expect my own. This may be reduced $1000. Please,
however, do not let this be known. If other reductions must be made, I must ask the
Committee to make them. The items from which they should be made are Nos. 13, 14
172,17, 18, 20, and 44.

Something may be saved from the running expenses of the Hospitals in Osaka (19)
and Toki6 (43), and also from St. Paul’s School, but it is impossible to say now what it
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will amount to.

The house occupied by Mr. McKim had been given up before your letter came to
hand. It is no longer for rent, though unoccupied. Judge Bingham informs me that
instructions had been sent to the Government of Osaka to enlarge the concession [special
area where foreigners could own property], and it is probable that this house, which
adjoins the Concession, will be pulled down.

The Chapel of the “Holy Comforter,” to which you refer, is the building which has
been purchased for a Chapel for Mr. McKim. It is quite large and has room enough for
the School and chapel. It is in the City, and so must be held in the name of a Japanese,
but the Title deeds are in Mr. Morris’ possession. It cost about $1200. This was asked
for in our estimates this year, but we shall have to wait for it.

Mr. Blanchet: 1enclose a letter which I have written to Mr. Blanchet, for you to read.
If you care to do so, you are at liberty to take a copy. I hope Mr. Blanchet will see that
the attempt to teach or practice the “faith cure” here will probably do injury to the
Mission, and [+ I hope that he will] consent not to do so. It is possible that Mrs. Blanchet
may feel no pain in her feet while in Stratford, where Mr. Slone can anoint her, but when
she leaves and gets depressed in spirits the pain may return. <Just as>[In the same way,]
sick people often feel very comfortable while the Physician is by them, but very
wretchedly soon after he leaves. It is probable that Mrs. Blanchet’s pain is due largely to
nervousness.

Your letter of July 3d with enclosures, <in re>[concerning] the Rev. Mr. Boone’s
consecration, has come to hand. I note what you say with reference to the correct titles.

Mr. Roberts’ letter enclosing one from Bishop Lee with regard to the title was recd
by the same mail.

Your favour [letter] of July 15 reached me yesterday. Thanks for the information
about the Head Master for St. Timothy’s. But how can the Committee send him out when
the Treasury is so low that the present expenses must be cut down? Have you the
promise of a special [donation] for this purpose?

My dear Mr. Kimber

Your 2 letters of July 31st were recd. on the 28th inst [instant, this month]. My last
[+ letter] was under date Aug 16. Please say to Mr. Roberts that his letter covering L/C
[letter of credit] M 4565 for £ 800 came duly to hand.

I enclose my report, and the report of St. Paul’s School from Ist March. You will
doubtless receive from Mr. Gardiner his report of the School to [+ the] end of Feby.

The bill for a professional nurse for Mrs. Woodman was lately presented, and when
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the Treasurer [+ of the Mission in Japan] proposed that it should be <passed
on>[approved] by the Mission, as is the case in most expenditures, except regular ones,
such as Sals., schools, Teachers, <and C>[etc.], Mr. Woodman objected that this was not
a question for the Mission [+ in Japan] any more than Sals. —that it had been <settled at
home>[decided in America] that it shd be paid. I do not recollect how it was arranged,
but Mr. Woodman said it was at Mr. Blanchet’s request. I find on the books the
following payments

1879 for Mrs. Blanchet $36.75
81 " Do Do 43.75
82 " Mrs. Woodman 61.30
82 " Do Do 68.25
83 " Mrs. Gardiner 59.50
84 " Mrs. Woodman 80.35

Shall the Treasurer pay the bill as presented, or shall the Mission or the Physician
settle each case, or will a limit be fixed by the Come. [+ for Foreign Missions] beyond
which the Treasurer is not authorized to go? The question is asked that it may be known
what the Treasurer is expected to do.

I learn that news has been recd from China that “all Missionaries and Frenchmen will
be ordered to quit China to quiet and satisfy the people.” Whether this means Misss of all
nationalities, or all Romish [Roman Catholic] Misss who are mostly French, and others
under French protection, it is hard to say. If the war [Sino-French War of 1883-85 started
by the French takeover of Annam or Vietnam] is to be a long one the Misss had <as
well>[better] be away. The report that 3 French <men-of-war>[warships] were destroyed
by torpedoes is confirmed. Seven Chinese gun boats were sunk by the French and other
serious injury inflicted.

In the office [ceremony, rite as printed in the Prayer Book] for Consecration of
Bishops, are the “Testimonials” [written records of the validity of the election of the
bishop] which are to be read, covered by the “Commission” to consecrate which Bishop
Lee sent me? I have no other Testimonials. Kindly let me know this and any other
formalities to be observed not mentioned in the office for Consecration. I have never
been present at any consecration, except my own, and of course did not pay any attention
to such things.

All our Missionaries are in Tokio and well.
